David Cobb to visit state

Stops slated in Charlotte and Raleigh next week

CHARLOTTE: Green Party presidential candidate David Cobb will make campaign stops in Charlotte and Raleigh next week as part of his twelve-state, thirteen-day tour to New England and the Mid-Atlantic states. Here are the times and locations of his appearances in North Carolina:

Cobb, 41, a native Texan who served as the national Green Party’s general counsel until declaring his candidacy, is running to build the U.S. Green Party and is encouraging supporters to campaign strategically, in order to keep George W. Bush from being elected.

On the campaign trail since October, 2003, Cobb is scheduled to visit more than forty states before the U.S. Green Party nominating convention in Milwaukee this June. To date, David Cobb has won the plurality of votes in five out of seven contested Green primaries and caucuses. In California, he placed second behind favorite son, Peter Camejo, who is only on the ballot to allow space for as-yet-uncommitted Green candidates.

“I want to begin, “ said David Cobb, “by acknowledging that the unelected and illegitimate current occupant of the White House is a problem. In fact, he is a big problem. But he is not THE problem. The real problem is the social, political, and economic system that is literally destroying the planet, driving the engine of empire on behalf of transnational corporations, and creating an unjust, oppressive and unsustainable world with the plunder. The social, political, and economic system is the problem, and I am proud that the Green Party stands ready and willing to challenge it.”
