Senator says Australians in US custody “beaten and abused,” Australia likely to withdraw troops from Iraq

Two Australians held at Guantanamo Bay appear to have been beaten, stripped naked and held in cruel conditions disallowed by the Geneva Conventions, Australian Senator Bob Brown will allege in Washington this afternoon.  

Senator Brown has sought unsuccessfully, through the Australian government, to visit the men, held for two years without charge. 

Senator Brown, who represents the Australian Greens party, will explain the likelihood that Australia will withdraw troops from Iraq this year.
